We will concentrate on the two major categories of Chinese Brush 
Painting, flowers and landscapes. Both traditional and contemporary techniques of 
Chinese Brush Painting will be introduced. Students will learn about ink, colour, 
texture, composition, the aesthetic principles as well as technical skills of Chinese 
Brush Painting through demonstrations by the instructor, in class discussions and 
by hands-on practice. Students will be encouraged to explore their own styles by 
using this oriental art medium.
